Belleville Diocesan Council of Catholic Women: 

supports, empowers and educates all Catholic women in 

spirituality, leadership and service.

Catholic High Schools:  Althoff, Belleville; Gibault, 

Waterloo; and Mater Dei, Breese: nurtures the spiritual, 

moral, intellectual, emotional and social growth of 

young men and women and fosters deeper understand-

ing of the Catholic faith.  

Catholic Service and Ministry Appeal Fund for Ministry: 

provides funding for unique programs and projects 

which address special needs within each of the six 

deaneries of the diocese.

Catholic Social Services of Southern Illinois:  seeks to be 

a visible expression of God’s love by responding to the 

human needs of people of southern Illinois by offering 

counseling services for children, adults, couples and 

families; foster care; private adoption; pregnancy care 

and parenting training; emergency and intermediate-

term housing for children 6 to 12 years of age; employ-

ment services for senior citizens; and an assisted living 

center for the elderly.

Catholic Urban Programs:  in association with the St. 

Vincent de Paul Society, works to alleviate the pain and 

suffering of the poor and elderly, particularly in St. Clair 

County, by operating a food pantry, bus and soup 

kitchen providing emergency assistance with medical, 

and prescription expenses, utility bills, housing, and 

burial services.  Other services provided under the CUP 

umbrella include:  Griffin Center, providing after-school 

programs in four housing developments; The Family 

Center, offering support and training on life skills;  

Neighborhood Law Office, providing assistance with the 

demolition of abandoned buildings; and Holy Angels 

Shelter, providing food, clothing, shelter and other 

services for homeless families and individuals.

Daystar Community Program: seeks to be a visible 

expression of God’s love by responding to the human 

needs of the people of Alexander and Pulaski counties 

and surrounding areas of  southern Illinois by operating 

a food pantry, soup kitchen and thrift store and provid-

ing emergency assistance with housing, transportation, 

medical, prescription and utility bills.  

Ministry to Sick & Aged:  is committed to bringing the 

living, compassionate Christ to the sick and elders of the 

Church of southern Illinois by providing the Sacraments 

to individuals who are hospitalized and those residing in 

nursing homes; making home visits; coordinating support 

groups; education programs; and referral services.

Newman Catholic Student Center:  nourishes the 

development of religious faith and practice at Southern 

Illinois University-Carbondale by providing liturgies, 

programs and coordinating community service projects. 

Office of Ecumenical and Interreligious Affairs:  fosters 

relationships with people of other Christian denomina-

tions and people of religious faiths other than Christian.

Office of Education: nurtures the Catholic faith of adults, 

youth and children in order to celebrate our faith by 

providing faith formation opportunities for Catholic 

school teachers and principals as well as teachers and 

catechists who provide instruction for Parish Schools of 

Religion.

Office of Youth Ministry:  serves the young Catholic 

people of southern Illinois through leadership develop-

ment and youth empowerment. 

Office of Worship:  fosters full, conscious and active 

participation and love of the liturgy through support, 

education and formation of liturgical ministries.  The 

Office of Worship also provides ongoing training and 

support for parish small Christian communities and 

coordinates special diocesan celebrations of the Eucharist.

Prison Ministry: embraces the pastoral care of those who 

are incarcerated, their families and victims and provides 

advocacy for social justice in all criminal matters.

Respect Life Office: affirms the value of life by providing 

educational, pastoral and public policy programs 

opposing abortion, infanticide and assisted suicide and 

offers Project Rachel, a post-abortion healing program of 

counseling and spiritual support.
